An information lab that tests the usability of web applications,

computer  software  and  hardware  for  learning  has  been  set  up  by  the

Department of Educational Technology. It is a joint project with the IE

(Information Experience) Lab of University of Missouri (MU). And similar

to this lab, the lab of TKU will evaluate the learning interactions

occurring between humans and machines. One of the evaluations can be

achieved, for example, by measuring the number of times and paths the

users hit certain web sites.
