The principals, Mr. Ben-Yan You
of Dongshan Junior High School and Mr. Fu-Shi Chuang of Xingfu Junior High
School, along with the enthusiastic reception from the students and
teachers at both schools, expressed their gratitude for Chairperson
Chang’ s generous donations, recognizing the significant contribution to
enhancing gender equality education at both schools. Additionally, on
January 4, Chairperson Chang donated books to the Yilan County Gender
Equality Resource Center, with representatives from Cheng-Gong Elementary
