Because

the contents of the works are similarly based on proverbs or famous quotes

from Chinese classical literature and the characters are all in Chinese,

it is not easy to distinguish the nationality of the artists. The only way

to differentiate the two is the diverse style of mounting.

 

 

 

On the second floor of the center, there are awarded works by Japanese

students,  including  17  pieces  of  pen  calligraphy  and  55  piece  of

traditional  brush  calligraphy.  The  exhibit  of  the  awarded  works  was

supposed to show in last summer vacation, but was postponed owing to the

interruption of SARS. The present exhibition lasts through August 15,
